abstract noun  -  indicates an abstraction or non-tangible item, e.g., love, friendship, often marked by -ness or -ity in English, as in goodness, scarcity

accent = the appearance of length or stress on a given syllable

acrolect – the highest or purest form of the language [contrast: basilect; cf: creole]

actor [semantic case role] – the animate doer of an action [Contrast: agent]

adjectival – describing or descriptive; behaving like an adjective

adjective  -  descriptive word that modifies a noun; inflected for comparative and superlative degree; quite a bit of overlap with nouns, i.e., many words are both noun and adjective

adverb  -  word that modifies a verb, adjective or another adverb and indicates time, manner, place, degree, etc.; also inflected for degree, as are adjectives

adverbial - a word or phrase that behaves like an adverb

affricate – a sound produced with some friction

age [1]- one of many aspects of language use [cf: senile, mature, teenage, child, baby]

age [2] - semantic type of adjective, e.g., new, young, old, modern, ancient]

agent   [semantic case role] -  the inanimate doer of an action [Contrast: actor]

agglutinative - a language which adds many different kinds of affixes to create words

agnation - choice of a grammatical pattern appropriate to a context and discourse level, e.g., The boy bought the sugar vs. The sugar was bought by the boy [see also: paraphrase]

allative case - the place to or into which.

anaphora - reference in discourse to something already mentioned (an antecedent) [contrast: cataphora]

anaptyxic vowel = A vowel added between two consonants in the middle of a word.
anaptyxis = A type of intrusion in which an extra sound (usually a vowel) is added between two consonants (for ease of pronunciation).

imperative - mood of a verb expressing a command

indefinite - equivalent to “a” or “an” in English

independent evidence requirement - the need to have more than one idiosyncracy in order to reconstruct a feature of some proto-language; such as Javanese retroflex [ʈ] in and of itself cannot justify the reconstruction of a PMP *T. There is no additional evidence to support such a reconstruction.

infix - small word part that breaks up a word, i.e., it is inserted after the first part of the word, e.g., abso-bloody-lutley

instrumental case - indicates “with” ~ “using” (some instrument); reason for ~ result of an action; way ~ means; “while” ~ “during” with time words; the case required by some prepositions or postpositions

syncope = deleted within a word
apocope = deleted finally

vowel harmony - the change of one vowel to match another; not common in English, but it yielded many cases of ablaut historically; this is the reason why strong became strengthen (the -o- harmonzied with the -e- of the Old English suffix)

vowel loss - the loss of a vowel when a word is derived or inflected, e.g., actress [actor-ess]

VSO - word order with the verb first, the subject second, and the object third (as in most Philippine languages) [contrast: SOV, SVO]

*W*

wide range of languages - the need to include as  many languages as possible in a survey attempting to reconstruct their proto-language.

widening – a form is superordinate or belonging to a higher rank or class, e.g., using Coca-Cola as a generic term for soft drink, contrast: hyponomy

witness language - a language that may have a cognate with others, but the possibility of identifying such a cognate without complications is minimal. The language has so many reflexes of 3 or more phonemes, that many options for a proto-form exists.
