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Bashiic as a Macrogroup of Philippine Languages

The Bashiic/Batanic subgroup is comprised of up to eight lects spoken on the islands bordering the Philippines and Taiwan (Figure 1).

· Yami (an exonym) or Tao (the endonym), spoken on Orchid Island (Lanyu) as part of Taiwan. The language is comprised of several dialects, such as Imorod, Iraralay, Ivalino, Iranumilek;
· Itbayaten, spoken on Itbayat Island, Batanes, Philippines;

· Ivatan, spoken on Batan and Sabtang Islands, Batanes, Philippines. The language is comprised of two distinct dialects, Ivasay and Isamorong; and

· Ibatan or Babuyan, spoken on Babuyan Claro, Cagayan, Philippines.

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Philippine scholars have been blessed with quite a few excellent comparative studies on the Bashiic/Batanic languages. Chronologically, they are: Scheerer (1908), Dempwolff (1926), Moriguchi (1983), Tsuchida, Yamada & Moriguchi(1987), Tsuchida, Constantino, Yamada and Moriguchi (1989), Li (2000), Yang (2002), Ross (2005), Himes (2012), Lobel (2013), Gallego (2014), Blench (2015), Blust (2017), and Pick (2018).
Several labels have been given to this subgroup: Dyen (p.c. 1974) may have coined the term “Bashiic” based on the Bashi Channel in order not to give preference to any individual language names
, which Reid (p.c.), Blust (1991), and Blench (2015) also adopted. Moriguchi (1983) used “Vasayic” for the entire group. Virtually all other authors (Gallego, Li, Lobel, Moriguchi, Pick, Ross, Tsuchida, Yang, and Blust (2017)) used the term “Batanic”. This survey will demonstrate that all of these labels (plus one more - “Yamic”) will provide useful identifiers for this subgroup and its various branches. Herein, Bashiic will be used for the macrogroup comprising all of these lects, Vasayic encompasses Itbayaten plus Batanic (Ivasay, Isamorong, and Babuyan), whereas Yamic includes Imorod, Iraralay and any other lects spoken on Lanyu.

One of the clearest illustrations of their internal subgrouping is the question word for ‘what?’ (Table 1). Quite a few others will be treated herein as either triads or diads. A triad occurs when any given meaning elicits three etyma that closely match the subgrouping, whereas a diad is when two subgroups are indicated.

Much of the methodology within this study is drawn upon the three methods employed by Zorc (1977) for Bisayan, i.e., subgrouping on the basis of [1] lexical and [2] functor comparisons as well as [3] macrogroup-specific innovations, including those within the respective microgroups. Much has been learned over the past five decades, and will therefore enhance this present overview. Detailed analysis of each method and what can be gained from each will be provided so that the reader or student is apprised of the values obtained from and subsequently contrasted with other methodologies.
1. AN OVERVIEW OF BASHIIC PHONOLOGY

The above chart shows the 25 consonants and 4 vowels that occur among Bashiic lects. Marginal phonemes are put in [brackets], and orthographic representations in <chevrons>. While all have an /h/, it is only in Itbayaten that this phoneme descends from PPH, PMP *h, PAN *S or *h. In all other lects, /h/ < PMP *l or specifically PBsh *ɣ. While /f/ is found in some, it is mostly in loanwords which usually have alternates with /p/. Only Itbayaten has orthographic <x> = IPA /ɣ/. Babuyan has /b/ which is more often than not realized as /v/ in the others, which is an intervocalic allophone of /b/, but can occur in initial position as well. All lects have four vowels including schwa [ɨ], although in Yami it may assimilate to another vowel in the same word. Lastly, /c/, /j/, /ñ/ are generally palatalized allophones of /k/ or less often /t/, /d/, and /ŋ/ respectively before or after /i/.
Imorod and Iraralay Yami  have 18 consonants and 4 vowels. Neither has ʔ, g, ñ, f, x in the above chart. In these lects /r/ < *d, /z/ < *r, and /h/ < *ɣ; /c/ < *k /i, and /j/ < *d /i. Glottal stop [ʔ] is phonotactic, not phonemic; it occurs word finally after a vowel before pause. Stress usually falls on the final syllable (oxytone).
Itbayaten has 22 consonants and 4 vowels; that is all of the consonants in the above chart except /z/. The /h/ < *h, r < *d or *r; / ñ / < ŋ /i, /c/ < *k /i, /j/ < *d /i; x = [ɣ]. Glottal stop is phonemic only in clusters (contrasting with its absence), otherwise it occurs word finally after a vowel before pause. Stress usually falls on the final syllable (oxytone). It has some instances of contrastive penult vowel length: ni:ni ‘name of a personified doll’, nini ‘sap of tree’; to:kod ‘yam sp.’ vs. tokod ‘support’ [TYM 1987:13].
Ivasay and Isamorong Ivatan have 21 consonants and 4 vowels; that is all of the consonants in the above chart except /x/ and /z/. Although /h/ < *ɣ, it is also automatically inserted before vowel-initial suffixes when the root also ends in a vowel. The velars “/k/, /g/ and /ŋ/ transform into their corresponding palatals, c, j, and ñ when contiguous to /i/ or /y/.” [TYM 1987:14] Vowel length has a low functional load as in mata ‘eye’ : ma:ta ‘sea’ in Isamorong [TYM 1987:15], but stress usually falls on the final syllable (oxytone).
Babuyan (Ibatan) has 18 consonants and 4 vowels. It does not have ʔ, f, x, v, z. Vowel length has a low functional load as in mata ‘eye’ : ma:ta ‘raw’ [TYM 1987:16] or ba:ro ‘feather palm’ : baro ‘young man [Gallego 2014:58 from Maree 2007:20]. Of all the Bashiic lects, it has been under the greatest influence from Ilokano, since most of its speakers are bilingual. In terms of accent, Babuyan is the most conservative in reflecting penult vowel length on more inherited etyma. Nevertheless, as with the other lects, stress usually falls on the final syllable (oxytone).
2. LEXICAL CLASSIFICATION #1 – The Swadesh 100
The database we have consists of 1,530 etyma for the entire Bashiic family which clearly show a descendancy from PAN (185 = 12%), PMP (84 = 5%), and PWMP (43 = 2.8%). What is most striking is the replacement throughout this group of otherwise well-established etyma (947 = 61.8%) which can be assigned to Proto-Bashiic or one of its microgroups. The only other Philippine languages that show nearly as many innovations within their lexicon are Bugkalot (Ilongot) and Bagobo Klata. Obviously, all languages do have innovations, but they are usually in the dozens, not hundreds.
Herein, we have employed two methods that broadly reflect lexical cognation: the classic Swadesh 100-word list (which happens to include 7 functors) and a newly developed 100-word list based on 60 of the more highly-retained etymologies throughout the Philippines as opposed to the 40 items that tend to elicit the greatest diversity of responses. These decisions were made based upon a thorough analysis of the etyma in the ACD having the greatest number of printable pages dedicated to a single etymology which stands in stark contrast with the number of entries for individual survey items, such as in Reid (1971) and/or McFarland (1977). While some meanings consistently elicit one or two isoglosses (*batúh ‘stone’, *búlan ‘moon’, *hapúy ‘fire’, *ʔinúm ‘drink’, *kútuh ‘louse’, *matá ‘eye’, *púluq ‘ten’, *púsəj ‘navel’, *qúbih ‘purple yam’), others such as ‘earlier’ = a while ago, ‘good’, ‘lie’ = deceive, ‘small’, ‘ugly’, ‘where?’, ’why?’ can result in over 20 isoglosses in broad surveys such as Reid (1971) or McFarland (1977).

For all that has been said against lexicostatistics, the results of the Swadesh list are reasonably instructive and revealing with regard to Bashiic. Note that Itbayaten here appears to be equidistant from both Yamic and Batanic lects. Of the 100 items obtained for these lects, the following microcosm of a subgrouping theory is readily obtained.
2.1.  Thirty-nine derive from PAN, establishing beyond any doubt that Bashiic is clearly an Austronesian subgroup.
PAN#1 *baqəRuh ‘new’ > PBsh *baʔyu > Itbayaten vaʔyo, Imorod, Iraralay, Ivasay, Isamorong vayo, Babuyan bayo. [TYM#746]
PAN#2 *baRah 'ember' DIAD > PBsh *ma-bayah ‘red’ (semantic innovation) > Itbayaten mavayah, Imorod mi|vala, Ivasay, Isamorong ma|vaya, Babuyan ma|baya. | Yamic *baraŋbaŋ > Imorod, Iraralay bazaŋbaŋ reflect a separate innovation in this color term. [TYM#725] | Note: Bashiic has made a morphological innovation to the Austronesian root with PBsh *hinmaya ‘embers, live charcoal’ > Itbayaten hinmaya, Imorod, Iraralay inmala, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan inmaya (where the final -h has been lost) and an archaic prefix *hiŋ-
 appears to have operated. [TYM#201]
PAN#3 *batux ‘stone’ > PBsh *batu > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong vato, Babuyan bato (with loss of final *-h in Itbayaten). [TYM#538]
PAN#4 *bituqən ‘star’ DIAD > PVas *bituØən > Itbayaten vitoən, Ivasay, Isamorong vitohən, Babuyan bitohən. Note: Itbayaten reflects intervocalic *Ø, while the Batanic lects show insertion of [h] before an assumed suffix. Yamic has its own innovation: Imorod mata no aŋit, Iraralay mata no hañit < *mata ‘eye’ + *nu ‘of’ + * ɣaŋit ‘eye of sky’. [TYM#496]
PAN#5 *bukəS ‘hair (of head)’ > PBsh *buhuk (metathesis of *k and *S > *h and assimilation of *ə to *u) > Imorod ovok, Iraralay avok, Itbayaten vohok, Ivasay vook, Isamorong vo:ok. Note: Yamic has treated the resulting etymology after loss of *h as a monosyllable (*buk) and added a prothetic vowel. Babuyan has a semantic change with: bo:boh < PPH *bulbul ‘body hair’. [TYM#004]
PAN#6 *bulaN ‘moon’ > PBsh *buɣán > Itbayaten voxan, Imorod, Iraralay vəhan (vowel weakening of *u > ə), Ivasay, Isamorong vohan, Babuyan bohan. [TYM#495]
PAN#7 *Caliŋa ‘ear’ > PBsh *taliŋa ‘ear’ > Imorod, Iraralay taliŋa, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong taliña, Babuyan tajiña. Note Vasayic reflects palatalization of *ŋ > ñ next to *i, whereas Babuyan also involves a shift from*l > [d] and thence palatalization to [j] next to *i. [TYM#022]
PAN#8 *Cau ‘person’ > PBsh *tawu > Imorod, Iraralay, Isamorong, Babuyan tao, Itbayaten, Ivasay tawo. Philippine languages tend to insert a semivowel (or glottal stop) between two consecutive vowels, so there is no appreciable difference between [au] and [awu]. [TYM#262]
PAN#9 *daNum ‘water’ > PBsh *danum > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Isamorong, Babuyan ranom, Ivasay danom. [TYM#154] | Note. Bashiic almost universally reflects PAN *d as [r], but here Ivasay has preserved the initial [d].
PAN#10 *daRaq ‘blood’ > PBsh *daya > Imorod, Iraralay rala, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan raya. [TYM#108] | Note. The sequence *aya is realized as [ala] in Yamic in this and quite a few other cognates, such as: PBsh *hayam ‘walk’, *bayah ‘red < embers’, *sayap ‘fly’.
PAN#11 *dəŋəR ‘hear’ [v] > PBsh *adŋəy [prothesis] > Imorod, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong m|adŋəy, Babuyan adŋəy. Note. Yamic supports a doublet: Proto-Yamic *amirəŋ. [TYM#116]
PAN#12 *duSa ‘two’, *da-duSa ‘two’ (people) > Itbayaten doha, Imorod, Iraralay, Babuyan dowa, Ivasay, Isamorong dadwa. [TYM#804]
PAN#13 *kan root

PAN#16 *kuCux ‘louse’ > PBsh *kutu (with unexplained loss of *-h in Itb)>  Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Isamorong, Babuyan koto. [TYM#637]
PAN#17 *kuliC 'rind' > PBsh *kulit ‘skin’ > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten kolit, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan kodit. [TYM#100]
PAN#18 *maCa ‘eye’ > PBsh *mata > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan mata. [TYM#009]
PAN#19 *maRi ‘come’ > PBsh *mayi > Imorod, Itbayaten mayi, Iraralay, Isamorong, Babuyan may. [TYM#298] | As noted for PAN#8 *Cau ‘person’ above, there is no appreciable difference between [ayi] and [ay].

PAN#22 *pəNuq ‘full’ > PBsh *m|apnu (with stative verb prefix *m- and prothesis) > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan apno ~ mapno. [TYM#778]
PAN#23 *qabu[h] ‘ashes’ > PBsh *abu (with unexplained loss of *-h in Itb) > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong abo | Note: Babuyan has a unique ahobəh. [TYM#199]
PAN#24 *qaCay ‘liver’ > PBsh *atay > Imorod, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong atay, Iraralay, Babuyan atayi. [The appearance of a trisyllabic in Iraralay and Babuyan (if correct) demonstrates the instability of semivowels, which can assume true syllabicity. [TYM#075]
PAN#25 *qajaw ‘sun’ > PBsh *adaw > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan araw. | Note. Bashiic does not reflect the cluster otherwise found in PPH *qaljaw. [TYM#494]
PAN#26 *qaqay ‘foot’ TRIAD > PBsh *ayi > Imorod, Irarala, Itbayaten, Babuyan ayi. [TYM#095] | Note that Ivatan (Ivasay and Isamorong) have innovated padaŋ < Proto-Batanic *palaŋ | Ivasay kokod is cognate with PMP *kukud < PAN *kudkud ‘hoof’ [ACD, ZDS]
PAN#27 *qənay ‘sand’ > PBsh *aʔnay (with prothesis) > Itbayaten aʔnay, Imorod, Iraralay, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan anay. [TYM#539]
PAN#28 *qiCəluR ‘egg’ > PBsh *itiyuy > Imorod icyoy, Iraralay icoy, Itbayaten ittiiyoy, Ivasay ottioy, Isamorong, Babuyan occoy [TYM#148] | Note. Yamic, Isamorong, and Babuyan show palatalization of *t > c between i…i, whereas Batanic additionally shows assimilation of antepenult *i to ultima *u. 
PAN#29 *quluh ‘head’ > PBSh *uɣu (with unexplained loss of *-h in Itb) > Itbayaten oxo, Imorod, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan oho, Iraralay wowo (with *l > Ø > semivowel, treating the word as if it were a monosyllabic root *ɣu and then reduplicated). [TYM#001]
PAN#30 *Sadu ‘many’ > PBsh *adu (with unexplained loss of *h- in Itb) > Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Isamorong, Babuyan aro, Ivasay aaro. [TYM#817]
PAN#31 *Sapuy ‘fire’ > PBsh *hapuy > Itbayaten hapoy, Imorod, Iraralay, Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan apoy. [TYM#195]
PAN#32 *Səsi ‘flesh, meat’ > PBsh *aʔsi ‘meat; fruit’ > Itbayaten aʔsi, Imorod, Iraralay asisi (with -CV reduplication), Ivasay, Isamorong, Babuyan asi. [TYM#140] [Note ‘fruit’ is additionally modified by *nu + *kayuh = ‘meat of tree’ in Yamic and Babuyan. TYM#141]

It is only Kenyah (Long Anap uəŋ) that supports schwa in the final syllable, since Berawan (Long Terawan) also has uguŋ.

2.2.  Twenty-eight appear to be solid innovations establishing the Bashiic macrogroup as a whole.

3. LEXICAL CLASSIFICATION #2 – The Zorc (2022) 100 Word List
Ever since Zorc (1974), continued research
 into the wordlists of other scholars and published surveys has contributed to many refinements as to what lexical items have the greatest informational value. As just one example, entries in the ACD may have as few as two or three entries [e.g., PWMP *a(m)bək ‘mat’ (Casiguran Dumagat & Beta), PPH *bik(ə)lát ‘scar’ (Ifugaw, Tagalog) which would occupy less than a quarter printed page. However, some entries go on and on, taking enough space to qualify as a major article. Here are some of those entries that wound up during Zorc’s survey in 2017
 with a huge number of printed pages (with a cut-off point of ten). Note that accented forms only apply to PPH; contrastive accent cannot be assigned to PAN, PMP, or PWMP (Smith forthcoming):

With the exception of functors (reserved for the next section) and words that did not occur in TYM or any other study (such as PAN *túbah ‘Derris elliptica’
), if they were not on the Swadesh list, they do form part of the Zorc 2022 study.

Note that via this comparison, Itbayaten clearly shows a closer relationship with Batanic. Note also that each lect has at least one score at 90% or higher.

3.1. Forty-two (42) items from the Swadesh-100 word list overlap with the Zorc 100 (2022), leaving fifty-eight (58) lexemes to be accounted for historically. Just like the results of the Swadesh 100, the Bashiic equivalents reflect a descendancy from PAN, through PMP, then PWMP (only one was observed), but then PPH, and some influence from PNP. Again there are clearcut Proto-Bashiic innovations, or some limited to Proto-Yamic, Proto-Vasayic, or Proto-Batanic.

4. FUNCTOR CLASSIFICATION

Following upon Charles F. Hockett (the chairman of Zorc’s committee at Cornell 1969-1975), the lexicon of any given language is broken up into <contentives> and <functors>. In his dissertation, Zorc (1975) developed a 100-functor list for Bisayan. (See Zorc 1977:223-234, later, Zorc 1978. [In 1979 he also did so for Yolngu-Matha in Australia.] Coincidentally, McFarland (1974) at Yale had developed “morphemic differentiae analysis” which compared all the functors against paradigms in each Bikol lect. TYM(1987) have a frontmatter with 80 “Restricted-Class Morphemes” so we selected an additional 20 functor-like lexemes from their lexical study in order to make an even 100. Below is the list (with proposed etymologies, if reconstructable).

Most of the functors (pronouns, case-marking particles, grammatical affixation, and verb inflections) reveal that Bashiic is rather conservative, i.e. retaining earlier etymologies.

PBsh tends to use the *i- nominative marker for first and second person with resyllabification to y- (thus i-akən, i-mu, i-amən, i-atən. i-miyu)
, but *si- for third person *si-ya, *si-da, with the exception of the doublet *i-ya. Note that the inclusive full form PAN *kita has been lost in favor of the simple root *ta. Lobel (2013:127) included his Table 4.21. Proto-Batanic Pronoun Reconstructions. Although his dissertation was far more concerned with Central and Southern Philippine and Bornean languages, the Bashiic *di- locative (his oblique) set is rarely encountered in the Philippines, so the Batanic evidence became crucial.

All Bashiic lects support the *u-based etyma as Proto-Bashiic, otherwise agreeing in having the alternate locative *di. It is clear that Itbayaten has preserved something of an original *u - *i alternation. Note in the ACD PWMP *u ‘genitive particle’, PAN *nu ‘genitive case marker for common nouns’, PAN *su ‘nominative case marker for common nouns’, PWMP *du ‘locative case marker for common nouns’.
However, it is the deictic system that reflects the greatest amount of differentiation distinguishing these lects from each other. These Bashiic lects in particular, and Philippine lects in general, form what are also known as “demonstrative pronouns” from a root (such as *ya, *wa, *di, *tu, *ni) with various case-marking prefixes, (such as *u-or *i- [nominative or topic]
 , *s- [object]
,*di- [locative]), and, when pragmatics dictate, with a referential suffix (such as -ya or -ri in Babuyan – Maree 2007:60). It should be noted that of all functors, deictics tend to be the least conservative and most innovative, not just in Bashiic, but in most Philippine languages. The differences that obtain even among close dialects are mind-boggling. It is virtually impossible to develop a comprehensive table of all deictics in a brief survey of any language. It generally take years of study and analysis to fully comprehend the intricacies of all possible case relationships and especially the pragmatic strategies that almost any speaker has available with each language’s deictic system.
The Bashiic first person system is based on a root *ya, yielding a Proto-Bashiic *uya [deic-1-nom1] reflected by Yami, Iraralay, Babuyan oya. There is also a doublet, Proto-Vasayic *iya [deic-1-nom2] reflected by Itbayaten, Ivasay, Babuyan iya, Isamorong ya. This latter form can be reconstructed for PPH *ʔí|ya based on Aklanon ʔíya ‘here’, and is itself a homonym of PAN *ia ‘3sg. personal pronoun: he, she; him, her, it’ [ACD]. This root combines with various case-forming consonants to indicate the grammatical role, hence, *di|ya ‘locative’ is reconstructed for Proto-Vasayic, realized as Itbayaten diya, Isamorong and Babuyan jiya; Ivasay diaya reflects morphological reanalysis as if the full root was *aya with the *di- locative prefix.
The second person deictic root is Bashiic *di, reflected in the nominative of most lects as Imorod, Iraralay, Itbayaten, Ivasay, Isamorong ori
 < PBsh *udi.
The third person deictic forms tend to be lect specific, i.e., unique.
Departing from our otherwise thorough analysis of TYM, let us take a look at the deictic system as described in the respective grammars for three of these lects..

The Yami system reflects PBsh *ya throughout the first person paradigm, but the case-marking involves *CuC- (where *C stands for the thematic case-marking consonant). The second person nominative alone reflects PBsh *di; in all the other cases a suppletive *Caŋ has been innovated. The third person is derived from PAN *-Cu, specifically *iCu [ACD], but has an innovated move in distance from 2nd to 3rd person. The distal *dukwaŋ is clearly a Yamic innovation.

The Itbayaten system differs from the other lects in that what were originally case-determined forms have adapted to a pragmatic function (i.e., new vs old information), or to mark plurality. It is only the locative that matches the case system. PBsh *ya is stable for the first person. In the second person, *di is retained in the nominative, but has become *wi in the other cases. The third person or distal forms have identical roots to that of the second person, but with vowel lengthening and an innovated suffix *-hay.

The Babuyan system also retains the first person root *ya and uses just the thematic case-marker. The second person has an innovative *wa plus thematic case-marking in the non-nominative forms. Babuyan has an innovated “not so distant” series based on *aw, with thematic case marking. It should be noted that this *aw is shared with the Cagayan Valley deictic system (see ZDS *aw), but is a first person root therein. The distal or third person system is based on an innovative *Cwanaw, but the locative has the shape *dwadaw.

5. BASHIIC INNOVATIONS

When compared with other Philippine languages, Bashiic has an overwhelming number of innovations. Blust (2005) proposed at least one Philippine extinction event, and it is probable that the Aboriginal Bashiic languages were isolated from  this and developed a large inventory of innovations over at least two millenia in situ.. As a result of a later immigration and assimilation of YGroup speakers, there is both a substratum and superstratum of unique etyma not found anywhere else in Philippine or Austronesian languages.

6. INTERNAL SUBGROUPING

The are three major subdivisions which become apparent after considerable consideration of the lexicon and functors among all the Bashiic lects: Yamic, Vasayic, and Batanic.
6.1. YAMIC (TAWIC)
  Yamic has clearly gone its own way and established itself as a Malayo-Polynesian microgroup within the Bashiic macrogroup. The six various Tao or Dawu, lects are Imorod, Iraralay, Ivalino, Iranumilek, Iratay, and Yayo [See <Orchid_Island-language-locations.jpeg>.] There are no known studies outlining the differences among them all, but they are clearly part of a single, mutually-intelligible linguistic community.

7. CRITIQUE AND CORRELATION WITH PREVIOUS PUBLICATIONS
Scheerer (1908) investigated 114 lexical items shared among Ivatan and other Philippine languages. He correctly assailed proposals that these were “Malay” or “Indonesian” languages, and rightfully concluded that they were typologically “Philippine”. He tried to extrapolate realistic phonological renditions for Ivatan from an array of orthographic representations. In the end, he correctly isolated 23 innovations that represented “unique” items within the Philippine context, and clearly saw a preponderance of relationships with other Philippine languages which were mutually inherited, such as *laŋit ‘sky’, *bulan ‘moon’, *butuqən ‘star’, *kilat ‘lightning’, *tanaq ‘earth’, *anak ‘child’, *ama ‘father’, etc.
Dempwolff (1926) investigated 68 lexical items of Ivatan to demonstrate several standard reflexes of UAN (his PAN, but more likely PMP) phonemes. Besides the somewhat unusual shift of *R > y, he noted that among his examples, Ivatan l appeared to be the one and only reflex of PMP *r (his *ḷ), thus causing him to consider it a test language for the reconstruction of this phoneme.
Moriguchi (1983) presents an authoritative survey of each of these Vasayic languages, including the history of studies on them, the terrain, their differences from one another, and the variation in their reflexes of PAN phonemes. He subgroups them on the basis of seven types of innovations in phonological shifts. These included, among several others, the shift of PAN *R to Bashiic /y/, except the sequence of *aRa > Yamic /ala/, the palatalization of *k before or after *i to /č/ and of *ŋ > /ñ/, the reflex of PAN *d or *z as /r/, and of PAN *b as /v/, the reflexes of PAN *l as <x> = [ɣ] in Itbayaten, /h/ in Ivasay, Isamorong and Babuyan, but Yami /ʕ/ (a voiced pharyngeal fricative or stop). He concludes “The diagram of a tentative subgrouping of the Vasayic language group is as follows:

Subgrouping on the basis of phonological innovations may have worked within the Indo-European field, but has not fared as well in the Philippines. Charles (1974) outlined the fact that Philippine subgrouping relied more on retentions than innovations, such that Charles gave up on his pursuit of a Ph.D. Zorc (1977) concluded that the subgrouping of Bisayan relied on a combination of lexical and functor evidence as well as shared innovations, but phonological shifts only made some sense after the fact, and it was not until decades later that the merger of PMP *d and *z as either /r/, /l/, or zero (loss) was attributed to an axis relationship (Baran 2022 based upon Zorc 2021).
Blust (1991:77-78), while discussing “The Greater Central Philippine Hypothesis”, had this to say about Bashiic:
This is a close-knit, highly discrete, completely noncontroversial group which includes Yami of Botel Tobago Island (Taiwan), Itbayaten and Ivatan of the extreme northern Philippines. The name is adopted from Reid (p.c.), who derives it from the Bashi Channel between the Batanes Islands and Taiwan. Tsuchida et al. (1987) prefer the name "Batanic," and record several additional dialects.

TH62 and D65 consider only Ivatan, but the former recognize it as one of four coordinate branches of their Philippine Superstock, and the latter as one of 11 coordinate branches of his Philippine Hesion. All subsequent writers recognize Bashiic as a highly discrete group, although W79 and McF80 do not consider Yami. Z86 suggests that Bashiic may group with Sambalic, Kapampangan, and North Mangyan (Mindoro) as one of two primary branches of "Northern Philippines" (the member languages sharing the merger of PAN *R and *y), but McF80 rejects this view. The major source of lexical material is Yamada (1976) for Itbayaten, and Tsuchida et al. (1987) for the other languages.

Li (2000): “Of all Yami, dialects, Iraralay is the most conservative in sharing more cognates and their forms with Itbayat or other Batanic languages.” Our scores from the Swadesh 100, the Zorc 100, and Functor 100 do not support this. By each method, Imorod has a slightly higher number. He also pointed out the “inverse relationship” between his phonological realizations for Yami as opposed to TYM.

Yang (2002) reconstructs 702 etyma for Proto-Batanic derived from TYM; 150 entries were left blank. Unfortunately, she ignored their “Restricted Class Morphemes,” so her study was strictly based on lexical evidence. She set up as a “straw dog” an estimated subgrouping of Bashiic by Zorc (1977:34 -- which was primarily a survey of Bisayan and Central Philippine languages) and was certainly never anything more than “judgment by inspection” (Dyen 1953). She splits the Bashiic phoneme /y/ into two proto-phonemes: *y and *R, which does not always align with evidence for PAN *R versus *y:

Ross (2005) has been undone by the author himself (Ross 2020:366) “Fifteen years on, would I write something like Ross (2005) now? I would not. The new evidence strengthens the case for a Philippine grouping of some kind with Batanic as somewhat peripheral member subgroup...”. He had set out to answer two questions “what is known of [Batanic] relationships to other Austronesian groups?” and “what is the closest relative within Taiwan?” but concluded on several solid grounds that no answer was possible. He summarized all of the appropriate literature, and he named all of the recognized lects, and even cites a lexicostatistical score of 87% between Ivatan and Itbayat (from Hidalgo 1996:22, who provided no information on what list was used -- this matches our results from the Swadesh 100 and the Zorc 100 with Itb scores ranging from 80% – 86%). He concluded that these lects are not far beyond the language limit from each other and established that they are Malayo-Polynesian, perhaps the very first branch. He proposed two possible histories: (1) “the more or less immediate ancestors of PMP speakers migrated out of Taiwan (around 4000 BC) to one or more of the islands where Batanic languages are now spoken.” (2) “PMP diversified into various speech communities in northern Luzon. At some later date, members of one of these communities migrated north into the Batanes, and their speech became the ancestor of Proto Batanic.” |=> Our study hopefully demonstrates that History 2 is the more probable one. While an exceptionally scholarly contribution to the field, his paper was short on specific Bashiic data. But the innovations described throughout our paper may indicate that something of his History 1 accounts for a substratum of an earlier language that persisted into that of the immigrating Y Group (History)2, i.e., Proto-Greater-Central-Luzon.

Gallego (2014) is clearly the best overview of the Bashiic group as a whole. Hers is the only study with an independently developed 425 word list (which added 78 words not found in TYM) and the only one [besides Moriguchi (1983) which has been tragically ignored] to have considered accent in terms of vowel length. She also correctly identified the need to reconstruct for Proto-Bashiic *ɣ instead of PPH or PAN *l. The only infelicity was the appearance of 13 duplicates
, which does not detract from the value of her study, her reasoning, and her conclusions. Given that Zorc once (1971) proposed a PPH *gadapún ‘water jar’ (from Spanish garrafón), she can be forgiven for positing PBsh *piku ‘axe’ (from Spanish pico ‘pick axe’)
Blench (2015) comes to three compelling conclusions:

a) “The Batanes, Lanyu and Green Islands were probably settled from Taiwan as much as 4000 years ago, but the identity of those populations is unknown.” | => We agree, the archeology establishes artifacts for at least 4 millenia, but the linguistic evidence (lower order of diversity) indicates a far more recent intrusion.
b) “They may have practised some form of agriculture, to judge by the idiosyncrtic vocabulary for crops.” |=> Agreed. The land is not favorable to rice agriculture, so the multiple terms for rice so prevalent throughout the Philippines [*pajay ‘rice plant’, *bəRás ‘husked rice’, *Səmay ‘cooked rice’, *muhmuh ‘rice crumbs’, *zaRami ‘rice straw’] are not in evidence. The one cognate in Bashiic [paray] seems to have become a {generic} term for ‘rice’. Subsistence moved to yams and other root crops.
c) “They were probably replaced by an expanding population from (perhaps) Luzon in the last millennium, although some words are retained as substrate lexicon in modern languages.” |=> The linguistic evidence indicates a more recent superstratum of NPh, and specifically PGCLz migrants. But a huge number of original innovations must have been retained in a substratum among all of these lects.

It is hoped that the use of former names of the subgroup as a whole will not cause too much confusion. Dyen’s Bashiic appears to be the most appropriate for the macrogroup. Moriguchi’s Vasayic now covers Itbayaten and Batanic rather than the entire macrogroup. Most other scholars’ Batanic is more or less demoted to just the Ivatan and Ibatan lects which clearly shared a number of innovations and are a legitimate subgroup.

Just like Dunne’s famous phrase “No man is an island”, the same can be said of any language. Throughout time, migration, conquest, trade, bilingualism and multilingualism have introduced loanwords, calques, and adaptations into any language. The inhabitants of the Bashii Channel have looked back to Formosa and down into Luzon throughout some five millenia. So it should come as no surprise that these languages show influence from several directions and various languages.
8.1. “The “Proto-Greater-Central-Luzon” Subgroup of Philippine Languages.

There is growing evidence linking Bashiic with other Philippine subgroups or macrogroups. However, its descendancy from PAN through PMP is unassailable. The sound change of *R > y happens to occur in Bashiic, Central Luzon (Sambalic, Kapampangan, and Remontado/Sinauna) and North Mangyan (Iraya, Alangan, and Tadyawan). As Blust (2013:588) illustrates in his Table 8.30 this sound change also occurs in “Melanau languages (word-final only), Ma’anyan, Lampung, Sundanese, most languages of Manus, Mwotlap, Olrat.” Following upon the method by which Blust (1991:96-97) established Proto-Greater-Central-Philippine on the phonological basis of *R > g, even if this sound change is far more common, occurring in “Atayal, Northern Cordilleran, ... Sabahan languages, Berawan, Chamorro, and Tigak.” Blust’s brilliant GCP hypothesis was backed up by 94 lexical innovations, of which -- after consulting with the ACD (2020) -- only 56 have survived the test of time: 4 happen to be PAN, 1 is PMP, 11 are PWMP, 10 are PPH, and 12 are PSP. [See Appendix.] Nevertheless, Blust (1991:106) supplied an important footnote relating to the discussion in the matter before us now.
6. The inclusion of Bashiic with Central Luzon appears to be based largely on the merger of PAN *R with *y. This merger has occurred in scattered groups of language, including Bashiic and Central Luzon in the Philippines, Southeast Barito in Borneo (and Malagasy), Gayo and Lampung in Sumatra, and Sundanese in west Java. Although striking because of its rarity, an innovation of this type by itself has only limited subgrouping value. Reid (p.c.) accepts Zorc’s inclusion of the Bashiic group with Central Luzon and North Mangyan, basing his views on the reportedly distinctive use of cross-referencing third person pronominal markers in Ivatan and Kapampangan.

The following ten innovations (9 lexical and 1 functor) appear to justify a “PGCLz” within the Philippines. Bashiic shares five of these.

PGCLz *buklas ~ *bulkas ‘morning; tomorrow’ [ZDS] > Ivatan mavokhas ‘morning’, Botolan nabu:kah ‘tomorrow’, Bolinao, Sambal buklas ‘morning’, Kapampangan bu:kas ‘tomorrow’ > Tagalog (loan) bu:kas.
PGCLz*butʔul ‘bone; seed’ [ZDS] > Itbayaten vutux ‘seed; kernel; pimple’, Ivatan vutuh ‘seed’, Bolinao butʔul ‘bone’, Botolan butʔu ‘bone; seed’, Sambal butul ‘bone; seed’, Iraya butʔul ‘bone’; (Alangan bitul ‘bone’), Kapampangan bu:tul ‘bone; seed’ | Probably borrowed into Tagalog butó ‘bone; seed’ from Kapampangan; whereas Hanunoo butʔul ‘bone’, Buhid butul ‘bone’ probably are borrowed from North Mangyan.
PGCLz*dagúl ~ *dakúl ‘big’ [ZDS] > Ivatan rakoh, Itbayaten rakux ‘big’, Kapampangan dágul ‘to grow’, maragúl ‘big’, Iraya lakul. Differs from PPH *dakə́l in the vowel of the final syllable, and possible intervocalic shimmer of [g] and [k] Cf. Tausug malagguʔ.

PGCLz*liʔmu ‘afraid; surprised’ [ZDS] > Bolinao maliʔmu, Sambal liʔmu, Botolan (ma)li:mu ‘afraid’, Botolan nalimwan ‘surprised’; Iraya ʔalimwan ‘afraid’, Alangan ʔalimuwan ‘afraid’; Tadyawan malimɨ́ʔ ‘afraid’. Bashiic has *haʔmu 'fear' (above): Itbayaten haʔmu, Ivatan maʔmu, which may involve a shared root.
PGCLz*taklaʔ ‘excrement, feces’ [ZDS] > Kapampangan, Iraya takláʔ, Botolan, Sambal takáʔ, Remontado táklaʔ. Bashiic does not share this. Vasayic generally has cognates of PNP *takíʔ, while Yamic reflects cognates of PMP *ubət. ‘buttocks, posterior’ with semantic shift [ACD].
PGCLz*tarinəŋ ‘straight’ > Ivatan matalinəŋ, Itbayaten matarinəŋ, Botolan matoynuŋ. [Thanks to Ron Himes for calling this to my attention.]

PGCLz*tamu ‘our; ours; we (inclusive), all of us’ [pro-1-pl] > Kapampangan, Botolan, Iraya támu, Sambal, Bolinao tamú. Bashiic languages do not share in this, reflecting rather *yatən [nominative 1], *ta [nominative 2 & genitive], *diatən [oblique1 ~ locative], *ñatən ~ *niatən [oblique 2].
8.2. PROTHESIS
While not an innovation throughout this PGCLz, Bashiic and Kapampangan share a considerable number of etymologies that reveal a prothetic *a-, which is probably a morphophoneme or archiphoneme, rather than a morpheme or independent prefix. Blust (2017) considered that this similarity was fortuitous in that Kapampangan is the result of metathesis of schwa, i.e., Kpm atbu ‘sugarcane’ < *təbuh. But as can be seen in the following list of instances, this could have occurred as the result of the loss of schwa and the need to restore disyllabicity. Yamic, in particular, has an entire series of numbers from ‘one’ through ‘ten’ with a prothetic *a-. Several of these are shared with Kapampangan. It seems reasonable to propose that a system of prothesis grew within the PGCLz, affecting Yamic the most, Vasayic less so, and Kapampangan the least. Nevertheless, it appears to have been an innovation otherwise not common among Philippine languages. Himes (2012:531) noted “The process in Bashiic is nearly identical, except that the lowering of the schwa is not a regular feature in this microgroup. The lowering of schwa, then, must be seen as a part of the original rule: (139) C1əC2 > aC1Cw / #_V.” While this is also plausible, the appearance of *a- in both Bashiic and Kapampangan may be a shared historical feature.

8.3. AN  ILOKANO AND BASHIIC AXIS.
In the axis paper (Zorc & Almarines 2022), Zorc introduced several instances where Ilokano and the Bashiic languages shared some lexical innovations. Zorc originally called this phenomenon the “Bashiic-Ilokano axis”. Blust (2019) had proposed some 20 of these etyma as “PPH” whereas cognates are only found in these two northernmost Philippine subgroups. I found this analogous to the situation where the innovation of *páwəs ‘sweat, perspiration’ is shared by Kapampangan páwas and Tagalog páwis as part of the “Southern Luzon axis”. While the separation of Tagalog and Kapampangan historically would justify a PPH *páwəs, this lexical item was more likely introduced at a time when the two languages where in intimate contact, long after the breakup of PPH. Since they were originally proposed, four items have been removed from this “BashIlk axis” and raised to a higher level with the discovery of additional cognates:

PPH *Rábat ‘driftwood, flotsam’ thanks to a cognate in Palawano.
PWMP *Riak ‘shout’ suggests that Bashiic riak has an irregular /r/ < *R.
PWMP *tatus ‘coconut crab’ thanks to a Mapun cognate.
PMP *qurit ‘stroke, stripe, line’ suggests that Bashiic may have a regular /r/.

The following 14 correspondence sets would apparently be the product of shared areal developments between Ilokano and some or all of the Bashiic languages.
BashIlk#01 *ahnám ‘plant: Glochidion sp.’ > Itbayaten ahnam, Yami, (Ibatan) anam, Ilk ʔanám. | Note: ACD PPH *anam ‘a plant: Glochidion spp’ with Yami and Ilokano. Itbayaten ahnam ‘sp. of tree Glochidion…’ [Yamada 2002:50] corrects this with an *h cluster.
BashIlk#02 *bagyat [Zorc], *bagiat [Blust] ‘anklet, ribbon worn around the leg’ > Yami vagiat, Ilk bagiat [bagyát].

8.4. IBANAG AND CAGAYEN VALLEY INFLUENCE.
Quite some time ago (1974), when Zorc was working for Prof. Dyen at Yale, perhaps it was Harold Conklin (if not, then Prof. Dyen) who suggested to him that Ibanag was the major trade language of northern Luzon in prehispanic times. No evidence for this in print has thus far been noted. However, Zorc’s more recent (unpublished) thorough analysis of all the Ilokano etymologies for words in McFarland (1977) bears this out. While the “native” reflex of PAN *R in Ilokano is /r/, there are almost as many reflexes with /g/. Some scholars assume that this is the result of Tagalog influence, being unaware of the role of Ibanag on Ilokano. For example, with regard to the Ilokano doublet [bibir, bibig], the final -r is considered the “native” Ilokano reflex of *R > r, but the final -g is most likely a loan from Ibanag specifically or the CagayanValley languages broadly. Granting that Ibanag used to be the trade language of northern Luzon prior to the ascendancy of Ilokano, there are quite a few CagVal words in Ilokano such as:

It is unclear if any of these phenomena involved direct influence from Ibanag or Cagayan Valley upon Bashiic, or it was mainly via Ilokano. Regardless, some impact by this group needs to be taken into consideration.
8.5. FORMOSAN INFLUENCE

There is some indication that ties with Formosa may have continued after the exodus of Malayo-Polynesian languages. Firstly, of course, there are the forms mutually inherited from PAN, but these words were brought with them. What concerns us here are forms that may have been borrowed or influenced after the Malayo-Polynesian languages separated from those of Taiwan. Here are six that thus far suggest some possible connection.

In four of these, the reflex reflected is [l] instead of [n] for PAN *N. Either this provides independent evidence for a PAN *L (proposed by Dyen **citation needed**), or (more likely) these are loans from a Formosan language which has a lateral reflex of *N.

8.6. OTHER NORTHERN PHILIPPINE INFLUENCE

There is evidence that Bashiic shared several innovations with northern Philippine languages other than Ilokano (8.3). The most persuasive of these are the replacement of ‘sugarcane’ PAN *təbuS by PNP *ʔunás. There is also the semantic assignment of *bulúŋ ‘leaf’ in the north (replacing PMP *dahun), which underwent a semantic shift to ‘medicine’ in the southern Philippines). The appearance of Bashiic *didá [pro-3-pl-oblique] ‘to them’ has cognates with Central Cordilleran languages: Kiangan dída, Isinai díra, Kalinga didá, Balangao didʌ́. 
The following etyma probably support a NPh subgroup.

9. THE OVERALL PICTURE.

Philippine macrogroups tend to share approximately 50% (or slightly more) of their lexicon with members of other macrogroups. Ilokano, for example is an isolate which consistently shares scores from 48% to 55% with most other Philippine languages. The Bashiic languages have a corresponding range against just about any Philippine language. In recent surveys, I have found a 50 percentile to be the consistent score between Tagalog and Cebuano
, which are both Central Philippine languages in the Greater Central Philippine macrogroup. This suggests a time depth of approximately two millenia.
So what are we to make of the proposal that the Bashiic languages are the product of a PGCLz migration northwards into these islands? It is demonstrable that there had been speakers of an original Austronesian language in this overall area based on carbon dating, and it may well provide the explanation for many of the innovations in this macrogroup. Many of these must be a substratum of the original language spoken on these islands which were all later subsumed by the incoming PGCLz. It is probable that the original inhabitants of these islands and the newcomers shared a large inventory of PAN vocabulary, and as these original speakers became bilingual in the new group’s language, a certain amount of the original lexicon remained intact.
Archaeological evidence supports an existing population of much greater time depth than the current order of diversity of these lects would warrant. It seems likely then that Bashiic is an admixture of an Aboriginal population (substratum) and a PGCLz overlay (superstratum).

�  Dyen (p.c. 1974) regretted his term “Tagalic” for what is now known more simply as “Central-Philippine” because of the preference it gave to Tagalog (thereby ignoring the collectively more numerous Bisayan, Bikol, and Mansakan languages). Hence he sought a neutral geographic label for this group. Regrettably, Zorc  too (1979) coined the term “Pangasinic” for what is more appropriately “Southern Cordilleran”. It has come to our attention [Moriguchi (1983:212)] that Yamada (1972, 1974) used the term “Bashiic Language Group”, so it is not known if Dyen coined the term or had encountered it in his readings and research based on Li.


� This prefix normally denotes ‘removal of X’, as in PPH *himulbul ‘remove feathers’ < PPH *bulbul ‘feather(s)’.


� Either the retention of a PAN ROOT *kán ~ *ka:n or the result of loss of both glottal stop and schwa.


� The ACD reconstructs *ijuŋ, but in an important note Blust cites Malay hidoŋ and Old Javanese (h)iruŋ. The ZDS opts for initial *q- based on Kalamian kiruŋ ‘pointed nose’.


� Zorc (ZDS) has reconstructed this *ha- prefix on: PPH *ha-băbáq ‘short’, PPH *ha-bábaw ‘shallow’, PPH *ha-dáləm ‘deep’, PPH *ha-dăní ‘near, close’, *ha-dayúq ‘far’ as well as PGCP *hábaʔ ‘long’, PGCP *ha-lápad ‘broad’, and PCP *ha-taʔás ‘tall’ < PAN *aCas ‘high, tall’. There may be evidence for a PAN *Sa-Lawid based on Palawan Batak, Northern Tagbanwa ʔalawid, Merina lavitra, Saaroa masaiLaʔ, RukaiTo maʔa-daviLi, Puyuma ʔaDawil [Ferrell 1969:384]

Regardless of any changes, these are clearly among the more important Austronesian lexemes, be they contentives or functors.


� Surprisingly, while neither the gloss “Derris elliptica” nor “medicine’ were employed in TYM, it turns out that there are Bashiic cognates of this etymon in both Reid (1971:#179) and Gallego (2014:#166) and in currently available lexical resources for Yami, Itbayaten, and Ibatan/Babuyan: Yami tova ‘tree: Indian Barringtonia’, Itbayaten tova ‘vine for suffocating fish’ (Yamada 270), Babuyan toba ‘fish poison’ < Ilokano (?); Itbayaten tovatova ‘medicine’ (Yamada 271), Ivasay, Isamorong tovatovaʔ, Babuyan tobatoba ‘medicine’’.


� Because of its importance as a trade language in the northern Philippines, Ilokano scores were computed. Most are approximately 50% (ranging from 48% to 54%), with a slight rise in favor of Babuyan, which has clearly borrowed heavily from Ilk.


� Since Aklanon is Zorc’s best-known Philippine language, the scores were computed to see how Bashiic fares with this Greater Central Philippine language in the West Bisayan subgroup. Note that the scores generally equal or parallel those of Ilokano (ranging from 47% to 51%), demonstrating that Bashiic as a Philippine macrogroup is relatively equidistant from all other Philippine languages.


� Since it is the basis for the national language, Tagalog scores were also computed. These range consistently from 44% through 47% with Bashiic lects. The Tagalog-Aklanon score was 74%, Tagalog-Cebuano 72%, and Tagalog-Ilokano score was 56%.


� The ACD glosses PMP *balay as ‘public building, community house, guest house’ as detailed in Blust (1987). It is clear that the PAN word for ‘house’ was *Rumaq, but the meaning of cognates in the Philippines refers to a ‘scabbard’ or ‘sheath’ (i.e., ‘home for a bolo’). The one and only widespread cognate word for ‘house’ or {home} throughout the Philippines is [baláy], with replacements of PNP *hábuŋ in CLz and SLz (Itneg, Manabo, Luba, Bontok, Ilongot, Kayapa, and Pangasinan), Coastal Bikol *harúŋ, Mamanwa lagkaw, Kalamansig-Cotabato Manobo daləsən, and Bilic *gunəʔ.


� Lobel (2013:127) included a table of “Proto-Batanic Pronoun Reconstructions” because of the “oblique” *di- set (herein “locative”) which is otherwise rare among Philippine languages, and better attested in Borneo.


� Based on the nominative pronouns with *y-, as well as the first person deictic *iya, (in contrast with *uya) this distinction can be reconstructed back to Proto-Bashiic.


� Based upon the genitive pronouns with *ni-, this can be reconstructed to Proto-Bashiic.


� Since this alternate occurs as the preferred form in Ivasay di, Isamorong and Babuyan ji, this doublet can be reconstructed to Proto-Vasayic. However, the locative pronouns support this at the Proto-Bashiic level.


� Also *a-, which is found mainly in Central Philippine languages, such as *aŋ, *naŋ, *saŋ (which tend to mark common nouns as either specific or definite whereas *iŋ, *niŋ, *siŋ mark non-specific or indefinite). This may be of considerably greater time depth if Malay yaŋ ‘which, that’ is considered in addition to Kamayo, Mansaka yaŋ ‘common-noun topic marker’ < PWMP *yaŋ.


� While *s- consistently marks objects in Bashiic and several Greater Central Philippine languages [ZDS], the marker *sa is a PAN locative marker [ACD] as well as a nominative for plural personal names [ACD], PAN *si for singular personal names, and *su marks a common noun as a specific nominative or topic in PAN (cf:, Pangasinan, Bikol, and Maranao) [ACD].


� Babuyan retains a cognate, but it is apparently used as a rhetorical marker.


� Note Aklanon ʔabúʔ ‘many, lots’ with metathesis and semantic reversal.


� It is not clear if the *<um> infix is frozen in this etymon.


� Based on the assumption that Bashiic generally had disyllabic morphemes, the unusual consonant cluster(kp) is here taken to be the result of shortening of a prefix *maka- and a root *pahad.
